On Aug.9, 1965, All In-
dia Institute of Logopedics start-
ed functioning in Rama Man-
dira (a rented building) with Dr.
B.M. Rao as the first Director.

Oon July 25, 1966, Dr. S.
Radhakrishnan, the then Presi-
dent of India, laid the foundation
stone of the Institute building
and on Oct.10, 1966, the Insti-
tute was registered as an au-
tonomous Institute under the
Society Registration Act with
the name “All India Institute of
Speech and Hearing.”

Over the years, the Institute
has blossomed into one of the
premier establishments across
South Asia in the field of com-
munication disorders.

Facility Will Help Screen Communication Disordgrs Early, Says Principal Secretary

Mysuru: The state government
will set up ‘newborn screening
centres’ in all government hospi-
tals to eradicate communication
disorders in children, said Shali-
ni Rajneesh, principal secretary,
planning, programming, monito-
ring and statistics, on Friday.
Speaking after inaugurating
the 54th Annual Day celebrations
of All India Institute of Speech
and Hearing at its auditorium he-
reon Friday, she said: “Though we
have All India Institute of Speech
and Hearing in Mysuru, we donot
have a single Newborn Screening
Centre in any of our hospitals.
This facility is being made use of
by other states. To set up this cent-
re, director Dr Pushpavathi has
requested me to provide two ro-
oms in the hospital. Other things
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Newborn Screening Centres at

various hospitals in the country through Skype from Mysuru

like equipment worth Rs 50 lakh
and experts would be provided by
AIISH. Hence, in days to come, we
will take a decision in this regard
and see that such facilities are

provided in all hospitals in the
state so that not even a single
child suffer from any disability. If
wedonot avail this opportunity, it
will be our misfortune.”

She also mentioned that simp-
leaides will be given toanganawa-
dis and also to schools.

Dr Pushpavathi, director of Al-
ISH, told TOI: “The hospitals who
want to have communication dis-
orders screening centre should
sign a memorandum of under-
standing with us for five years. For
five years, we will provide our
manpower and equipment worth
Rs 80 lakh. Later, after five years,
the respective hospitals need to
manage the centre by themselves.
The equipment at each centre
costs nearly Rs 50 lakh. If such
centres are set up in all the hospi-
tals, it will really help to eradicate
communication problems among
children.” She also said that there
was no shortage for funds as they

got sufficient money from centre.

On the occasion, Shalini Raj-
neesh inaugurated Newborn

Screening Centres at Dr Ram Ma-
nohar Lohia Hospital and PGI-
MER in New Delhi, at All India In-
stitute of Physical Medicine and
Rehabilitation in Mumbai and at
Indira Gandhi Medical College,
Shimla through skype. Now, with
the inauguration of these three
centres at three different states,
AIISH has extended to 12 states.
Later, she also released the annu-
alreportof AIISH.

G Hemantha Kumar, vice-
chancellor, University of Mysore
felicitated PhD awardees and re-
leased dissertation-based arti-
cles. He also assured all help, in-
cluding technical, for AIISH.

Not only meritorious stu-
dents, but retired and outstan-
ding employees including Group
D staff were also felicitated.
